No gutter landings noted, recommend adding gutter landings to reduce soil erosion issues
in these areas.

COMPOSITE FIBERGLASS/ASPHALT GENERAL: Roof covering is a composition

shingle construction type. Typical life expectancy of asphalt composition shingles is
approximately 15 - 20 years.

PERFORMANCE: Roof covering visually appears to be in overall sound condition and
functioning as intended at time of inspection.

Recommend sealing exposed nailheads to reduce the possibility of moisture intrusion and
associated damages.

Recommend sealing gaps at flashing on west side to reduce the possibility of moisture
intrusion and associated damages.

Exposed nailheads at shingles. Gaps at flashing on west side.
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Expansion joints have been filled with mortar. This is a non flexible material and will result
in cracking. Recommend re-sealing with material that will allow for expansion and
contraction, such as silicone or mastic.

Exterior walls show typical minor cracks. Re-point mortar and seal as necessary to reduce
unwanted moisture intrusions and promote good weather seal.

Exposed/unpainted/unsealed areas of wood noted at front door jambs, though not all-
inclusive, recommend that all effected areas be caulked/sealed and painted as necessary
to reduce further deterioration and promote good weather seal.

Several areas of open gaps and weathered caulk noted, including garage door jambs,
recommend sealing/caulking and painting as necessary to reduce further deterioration and
promote good weather seal.

INTERIOR WALLS: Normal wear and tear for age.

Except for the conditions noted, all interior and exterior walls are in sound condition at the
time of the inspection.

Expansion joint filled with mortar. Gaps at garage door jambs.
